Dear Museum Friends,

We close the 2011-12 fiscal year with
renewed optimism and a collective sigh of
relief. Over this past year we continued to
realize the benefits of the many difficult
decisions made in years 2008 through 2010.
The year 2008 felt like the perfect economic
storm, but critical analysis over the period
of the recession and nimble strategic
management last fall ushered in a new

day when the Museum secured Titanic: The
Artifact Exhibition which generated a critical
revenue stream. Coupled with our self-imposed austerity measures, this year’s strong admissions and
attendance numbers have helped to bring the Museum back to a firm financial footing.

This begs an important question: why is the San Diego Natural History Museum doing an exhibition on the
Titanic? What does Titanic have to do with natural history? Our strategy for traveling exhibitions stems
from a philosophy first espoused by the Legler Benbough Foundation. When the Benbough Foundation
funded the traveling exhibition hall that bears their name, the Foundation did so with the goal of
“providing opportunities for San Diegans that would be otherwise unavailable.” As an important member
of the San Diego regional arts and culture community, we are providing opportunities to experience the
finest exhibitions available regionally, nationally, and internationally. These blockbuster exhibitions meet
the intent of the funder and they provide important financial resources which are then reinvested in our
mission-related research and education programs. The bottom line: our total admissions in FY2011-12

of 406,928 showed an increase of more than 20% over the previous year’s admissions. It is through our
earned revenue and the generous contributions of donors that we continue to invest in and produce the
best mission-driven research and education programming, year in and year out.

There are important stories behind the numbers: exciting and significant research projects underway
through the Biodiversity Research Center of the Californias; progress with the core exhibition planning
on Habitat Journey and others; and robust participation in our rich education and outreach programming.
This 2011-12 Annual Report delves deeply into each of those areas and we encourage you to sit back,
relax, and through the pages that follow, take an armchair expedition and participate in an educational
journey. A group of passionate and dedicated citizen scientists came together 138 years ago and founded
the San Diego Society of Natural History. The same fundamental curiosity, desire for more knowledge, and
passion to understand our natural environment continues to fuel the activities of the San Diego Natural
History Museum today.

Our service to the community on behalf of the Museum derives from this legacy. We hope you will be
inspired by the stories from the past year. Please accept our most sincere thanks for your continued
commitment and support of the San Diego Natural History Museum.

Biodiversity Research Center of the Californias

The Biodiversity Research Center of the Californias (BRCC)
is the research division of the Museum, including the Birds
and Mammals, Botany, Entomology, Herpetology, Marine
Invertebrates, Mineralogy, and Paleontology Departments,
as well as the Research Library. BRCC curators and scientists
actively pursue their own research projects, which range
from studying the distribution and abundance of vertebrates
of the San Jacinto Mountains to the floristics of both states
of Baja California. Our scientific staff members also serve

as expert advisors to support the scientific accuracy of our
exhibitions, as well as our educational programs.

Each curator is entrusted with caring for a collection of irre-
placeable specimens, which total approximately 7.3 million

in number, some of which were found during the earliest
years of the Museum. The collections represent a rich and
vital source for investigations in many of the fundamen-
tal arenas of modern biological sciences, such as climate
change, evolution, biodiversity, conservation, and ecology.

BRCC staff members work collaboratively with academics at
universities in San Diego, across the U.S., and in Mexico,
and are involved in studies that are informing critical local
as well as binational decisions about endangered or threat-
ened species, land use, and conservation. This is the tradi-
tion that started with the forming of the San Diego Society
of Natural History in 1874, and is still being carried out 138
years later.

Baja California Plant Field Guide

One of the Museum'’s proudest
EEIEREIIENIER  events of the past year was the
publication of the Baja California
Plant Field Guide, 3™ edition.

It is truly stunning, both for

its photography and for the
comprehensive information it
presents on the flora of the Baja
California peninsula. The project
took several years to complete,
with tireless efforts by the
Museum’s Mary & Dallas Clark
Curator of Botany, Dr. Jon Rebman,
who completely reworked and expanded upon Dr. Norm
Roberts” well-regarded, even beloved, original version. The
new guide contains introductory chapters on climate, geology,
endemics, conservation and invasive plants, phytogeographic
regions and vegetation, as well as new maps of the peninsula.
More than 240 new plants were added to the book and more
than 700 plants are described in some detail, and nearly all
have new photos, including close-up inset images.

In July Rebman signed books and delivered copies to many of
his stalwart supporters of this “labor of love.” On September
20, at a lecture and book-signing event, many of those who
had been looking forward to the Guide’s arrival were able to
congratulate Rebman in person. Norm Roberts’ presence was
certainly felt, as well.

Many Baja California enthusiasts and true believers in this
project deserve thanks for their special roles in bringing
this dream to fruition. The Walton Family Foundation, as
recommended by Christy Walton, former member of the
Museum'’s Board of Directors, provided a challenge grant
that enabled us to publish 10,000 copies. Many individuals
contributed to help us meet the Walton Family Foundation
challenge.

The Museum teamed with Sunbelt Publications to publish
the Baja California Plant Field Guide. Diana Lindsay, a
current member of the Board of Directors and Founder and
President at Sunbelt, reported that they received the book
from the printer on June 20, and by the end of the month,
in just seven working days, 461 copies had been sold!
Amazon also offered the book to its customers, and quickly
sold out their supply.

One reviewer on Amazon, a North County resident, wrote: “I
didn’t think the Baja California Plant Field Guide could get
better—have been using the previous edition for years and
years, on many trips south. BUT they did it ... Jon Rebman
did Norm proud throughout and the design of every single
detail and each page is amazing ...

Collections and Herpetology

A little more than ten years ago, the Museum completed
construction on the new wing and the renovation of the
interior spaces of the original 1933 building. As many

will remember, the newly completed wing and renovation
transformed what the Museum could accomplish. Since then,
much has happened.

One of the biggest changes has occurred in the behind-
the-scenes areas away from the eyes of the day-to-day
visitor. Throughout the building, behind the exhibition
halls, theater, and education classrooms, the Museum stores
over 7.3 million natural history research specimens. These
collections make up the heart of the Biodiversity Research
Center of the Californias and are used by scientists to learn
more about our region’s natural history. What has happened
in the collection spaces has been truly extraordinary. Led
by Dr. Paisley Cato, the curators began the tedious process
of transforming the collection spaces into world-class
facilities. Funds were raised from the National Science
Foundation, the Institute for Museum and Library Services,
and Museum supporters to install new space-saving
cabinets and shelving and to begin the process of rehousing
individual specimens into new storage containers. As the
days, months, and years have passed, the Museum’s research
staff and volunteers have methodically worked on improving
the collections.

The herpetology collection began in 1891 and during its
first 100-year history, conditions and standards varied from
decade to decade. The time needed to care for the collection
in its suboptimal state had become unmanageable.
Conditions had become less than ideal for the long-term
preservation of the collection and worse for scientists

trying to find specific specimens. Without the improvements
to the building completed a decade ago, large collection
renovation projects would have never gotten off the ground
simply due to the lack of space.

The herpetology collection of
76,000 amphibians and reptile
specimens is now in the best

shape in its 121-year history.

In Herpetology, each one of the 76,000 specimens of
amphibians and reptiles has been removed from their old
jars and placed into new ones. With most of the collection
stored in ethanol, the process of transferring this number
of specimens took years to accomplish. Specimens had to
be re-organized, inventoried, and databased. This included
removing the nearly 10,000 rattlesnakes from their jars,
sorting them in the laboratory, cross-checking their
information in the database, and making corrections when
errors were found.

Recently, the Herpetology staff and volunteers completed the
retagging of 55,000 specimens. Each specimen needed to be
removed from its jar and a new tag tied or threaded onto the
body of the animal. This would be tedious work for some, but
meditative for those who work in collections. Those working
at tying archival tags to this many specimens have earned the
collective wisdom of a Zen master. With the completion of the
retagging project, the Curator of Herpetology, Dr. Bradford
Hollingsworth, has declared the renovation complete, and
after ten years of work, the collection is now in the best
shape in its history. These improvements will assure the long-
term preservation of the collections with improved access for
natural history researchers.

Museum herpetology holdings include the largest rattlesnake collection in the world, numbering nearly 10,000 specimens used by rattlesnake biologists worldwide.

A recent international survey of top scientists revealed that
inspirational mentors and hands-on experience are the top
factors that inspired them to pursue a career in science. BRCC
scientists are no exception. Curator of Paleontology Dr. Tom
Deméré attributes his lifelong love of science to a teacher in
his sophomore year of high school. “Little did I know that
my geometry teacher, Mr. Hulbert, would first kindle and

then ignite in me a latent ability for reasoning and critical
thinking. I occasionally reminisce about that year in my

life and marvel at how fortunate I was to have had such a
gifted teacher as Mr. Hulbert.” For other scientists there is

no substitute for hands-on experience. “As an undergraduate,
I was rudderless until I got the opportunity to work on a
pollination biology research project. It changed how I viewed
science,” states Curator of Entomology and Vice President of
Research and Public Programs, Dr. Michael Wall.

Museum research scientists continue this tradition of
inspirational mentoring and hands-on research with young,
energetic volunteers and students from local high schools
and colleges. Jack Wilson was a student at St. Augustine
High School who started in Paleontology as an intern
preparing invertebrate fossils from Solana Beach. He

continues to work as a volunteer after the completion of
his internship and was recently accepted into the Geology
and Paleontology program at Montana State University. Jack
wants to get his Ph.D. and study dinosaur paleontology.

In Botany, younger volunteers include college students
Jillian Schat, Rocio Paramo, and Dana Sinclair. Sharing a
genuine interest in plants, they are learning about specimen
preparation, data entry, and georeferencing. “I really like
the peaceful atmosphere in the Botany Department,” says
Jillian, who attends San Diego City College. “I'm able to
learn about plant parts and classification from people who
enjoy what they do. Preparing and handling the specimens
is @ much more direct way of learning.”

In the past year, the Entomology Department has become a
bastion of high school interns, including some from King-
Chavez High School and four different High Tech Highs.
High school students in Entomology begin with general
sorting to gain experience with anatomy and nomenclature

and then move on to tasks requiring more knowledge

and skill. Joanna Villalpondo and Agelle Villafana were
particularly skillful at pinning and pointing small insect
specimens. “This generation gets a lot of flak in the media
for short attention spans, but I am super impressed with
their attention to detail in often monotonous tasks,”
commented Wall.

Training these young up-and-coming scientists is a win-
win opportunity for the Museum. Not only do the students
provide important assistance in a volunteer capacity,

they also bring a new energy and vibrancy to the research
departments. And our researchers get to continue the cycle
of mentorship that inspired them. As Field Entomologist Jim
Berrian summed it up, “These are the next generation of
scientists. While they may go on to other institutions, it is
at the San Diego Natural History Museum where they begin
their careers.”

Volunteers

Which way is the wind blowing? What do you hear? What

do you smell? What do you see? That's what a school-group
hike is all about, engaging all the senses. Says Wendy Esterly,
Canyoneer, “When I was young, my family visited national
parks every summer, and ranger hikes were a treat. They were
fun sprinkled with learning. I want the children to have the
experience I had as a child of learning in the outdoors. What
better way to do that than on a hike?”

Nearly 40 years ago, in 1973, Helen Witham Chamlee,
Associate Curator of Botany and unofficial “Mother of Florida
Canyon,” was the driving force behind the founding of the
Florida Canyoneers. Shortly after its founding, volunteers
were guiding walks in Florida Canyon for the general public
every Sunday and they also offered walks for school groups
every Monday and Friday. Classes came by bus from all over
San Diego. Over the years, the number of schools coming to
the canyon dropped significantly as public schools could no
longer afford buses. To make the program more accessible,
the Canyoneers found suitable canyons closer to schools and
these same canyon hikes are still offered today.

Each Canyoneer guide has an area of interest with some
concentrating on geology, others plants or animals, and
others how the Kumeyaay people utilized nature in their daily
lives. But every school guide has the same motivation—to
see the light in a child’s eye when the child connects with
nature. By giving the children clues and posing questions, the
guides lead them to discover on their own. “It’s more than

seeing pretty plants or giving a lot of dry facts,” says Henry
Shenkman, longtime Canyoneer. “It’s about turning over
rocks, sniffing leaves, getting your hands dirty in the clay,
or feeling the softness of a sycamore leaf.”

Stories play a critical role and so do props. Every guide has a
bag of tricks: pictures, owl pellets, acorns, magnets, and even
horehound candy. This year, through the generosity of the
City of San Diego and City Council Member Todd Gloria, the
school guides have added oodles of new props: binoculars,
scopes, specimen jars for holding insects, activity books, and
reference guides. “Kids love to see things that move but we
don't always see them. You have to have pictures and things
they can touch,” says Donna Staley, Canyoneer school guide.
“I carry field guides along with acorns, owl pellets, and twine
made from a yucca plant.”

Many schools come back year after year. The guides
emphasize topics that enhance classroom learning. The
California Science Standards also play a role and most

hikers are third and fourth graders because learning about
Native Americans is in their curriculum. Knowledge of the
Kumeyaay is included in Canyoneer training so the guides
are prepared for the subject. But they also can teach
students as young as second grade and as old as high school
about geology, ecology, mammals, birds, and even weather.

The biggest challenge the school guides face is getting

the word out about the program. “We’ll lead hikes any day
of the week and in any area a school desires,” says John
Hopper, Canyoneer President. Finding an area close to the
school is particularly desirable since it eliminates the need
for transportation and demonstrates that nature is never far
from your doorstep, provided you take the time to look.




Twenty students. One teacher. Three volunteers.

I'm a volunteer camp aide and yet, for some unexplained
reason, it's as if I'm also one of them when I'm there.

Granted, I'm not actually on my
knees digging in the dirt for cold-blooded creatures, nor
am I jumping frantically up and down as a dinosaur song
plays loudly on the speakers. But I watch the kids as they
immerse themselves in a wondrous world; I am amazed at
their energy and love their innocence.

During the school year, as an 11%" grader, I spend my days
sitting at a desk, listening to some teacher drone on about
the periodic table of elements. There is no painting, no
coloring, no eating my snack under a tree. I guess I forgot
what it felt like to be a kid again, even if I have to act like
the ‘adult, keeping the kids in order as they run through an
exhibition on their tiny legs.

They're creative little creatures, and I find myself laughing
at their easy jokes, their simple magic tricks. It's great to
leave the worries of the teenage years behind and engage
myself in a childlike world. I always have to keep an eye on
them, and I always have to tell them what to do, but once
we're all together, they'll tell me stories, give me hugs or
wrap their hands around me and pretend that those hands
are seatbelts.

We're secluded from the other Museum guests as we linger
half the time in the classrooms, almost hidden in a corner
of the Museum. There's a significant amount of knowledge
in those classrooms, and I am learning alongside the kids.

And, by the end of the day, I am learning from the kids as I
hope they are learning from me.

They're intelligent, curious, unique.

And I love that my day is made as soon as they give me one
of their smiles.

All year long, the Museum is alive with the energy
and enthusiasm of children, parents, and teachers who
participate in a variety of wonderful programs, including

tours of the Nature to You Loan Library, exhibitions, and
the research collections. The 80+ teachers in attendance
were amazed, surprised, and delighted to learn about all
the Museum has to offer.
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Summer Camp, Family Days, Nature and Me Storytime and
Educator’s Night. Every one of the workshops and nature
experiences reflect new activities, updated materials, and
the aim of all-around excellence.

More than ever, the Museum Education Department this
year was committed to delivering inspiring programs for
kids, families, and educators. Summer camp engaged
children in discovering the natural world around them and
let them have fun while learning about science and nature.
Campers dug for fossils, uncovered the secrets of insects,
discovered cold-blooded critters, and traveled to the ends
of the Earth. New camps included Rock On!, Hooray for
Habitats!, and the very first all-Spanish language camp,
Misterios de los Animales (Animal Mysteries) for 1°t and

2" graders. Misterios de los Animales was an excellent
opportunity to collaborate with the Binational Education
Department and was a huge success. Whether it was with
dinosaurs, lizards, insects, or penguins, the staff had a
blast sharing the wonders of nature found both in our own
backyard and around the world with eager campers.

Each time a new exhibition comes to the Museum, the
Education Department plans a Family Day that celebrates
and promotes that exhibition such as this year's from Polar
Bears to Penquins or Adventures on the High Seas. Families
with young children can spend the day together playing
with and exploring natural history. In addition, education
staff collaborated with the Museum’s science departments
to offer events including Fall Frenzy; Insect Mania; Flights
of Fancy; Dino-mite! and Flower Power. Free activities
included craft stations, story times, and demonstrations
that provided fun, interactive activities that enriched the
Museum experience for all. Both kids and parents observed
Museum specimens and learned what it is like to be a
botanist, paleontologist, herpetologist, entomologist,
ornithologist, or mammalogist. In addition to Family

Days, once a month young children are invited to come for
Nature and Me storytime to hear and learn natural history
stories from our region.

Teachers were invited to the annual Educator’s Night,
showcasing the Museum'’s robust in-house and outreach
educational programs. Guests enjoyed behind-the-scenes

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Exhibitions

As the San Diego Natural History Museum prepares for the
January 2015 opening of its next core exhibition focused
on San Diego habitats, it is also a good time to review
organizational goals and dreams. Not the least of these

is spelled out in part of the Museum’s mission, “...to
inspire in all a respect for nature and the environment.”
That is a pretty tall order and a bit of a “holy grail” for
conservation organizations around the globe. In fact, there
is an entire branch of science dedicated to understanding
the development of respect for nature and the environment
called conservation psychology.

The Museum'’s Exhibits Department is particularly focused
on using the best available research and evaluation to
design visitor experiences that inspire a conservation ethic.
In particular, the team seeks to create “significant life
experiences” for the Museum'’s young visitors. “Significant
life experiences” are what many people describe as the

revelations that helped form their conservation ethic. These
experiences most often occur at a young age, suggesting
that the family-friendly atmosphere of the Museum is the
perfect place to change a young person’s life.

In March 2012, the Museum opened Camp-o-Saurus in a
focused effort to provide a space dedicated to the Museum’s
youngest visitors. Camp-o-Saurus is not intended to turn
toddlers into immediate John Muirs, but to create a
welcoming environment for children under the age of five
and their caregivers to launch a larger lifelong-learning
museum experience. “I focused on what my two daughters
love and what I see our youngest visitors enjoy,” said
Elizabeth Sayles, Visitor and Customer Services Director
and member of the Camp-o-Saurus design team. Since its
opening, Camp-o-Saurus has transformed the Museum’s

atrium into a lively, welcoming space and rarely a day
passes when a smiling child isnt dragging a parent to go
“camp with the dinosaurs.”

Dinosaur tables with tents and campfires, however,

will not be enough to inspire the next generation of
conservation-oriented youths. Also, with the advent of

so many new social technologies, the youth of today are
accustomed to being “content creators” more than “content
consumers.” Museums must begin to ask themselves, “What
is a significant life experience for a 5™ grader who was
podcasting her Green Eggs and Ham book report in the 1¢
grade?” Visitor participation in the content-creation process
is an emerging answer to this question.

In October 2011, the Museum opened Skulls with two goals
in mind: 1) to expose visitors to a small portion of our vast
research collections, and 2) to build on the success of Case
By Case, an experiment in engaging visitors in the process
of content creation. Launched in January of 2011, Case By
Case was a quick experiment in visitor participation in which
visitors could post questions and comments with sticky-
notes on a wall centered on a case containing a hornet’s
nest. Hundreds and hundreds of sticky notes later, the
Museum learned that visitors wanted to know the difference
between bees and wasps or if the nest was fossilized; that
a minority have Bieber-fever; and, that they certainly enjoy
the participatory process.

This case study inspired the Museum to explore other ways
to involve visitor creativity. In Skulls, visitors are given

a blank “canvas” or, more accurately, a blackboard on
which to draw their favorite skull, or leave questions and
comments. Through these sketches and comments, we have
learned that visitors love the horned lizard skulls, and that
some people will be opting for cremation after seeing our
dermestid beetle colony in action. As our daily review of
the chalkboards attests, Skulls continues to be a hit with
visitors of all ages.

Through these experiments and mini-exhibits, our Exhibits
Department is observing and learning what works best when
planning for the future. It is no small task to be charged
with creating an exhibition that will likely be open for over
20 years. Yet in 2015, the Museum will be opening a new
exhibition on contemporary San Diego habitats to mirror the
paleo-habitats of Fossil Mysteries. Together these exhibitions
will tell visitors the story of the San Diego region from

the Jurassic Period to now and into the future. As life has
evolved on our planet, visitor expectations change and
evolve as well, and the significant life experiences of today’s
youth will not necessarily be the same as those of their
parents and grandparents. The challenge for the Exhibits
Department is to develop “significant life experiences” for
the youth of today and tomorrow so as “...to inspire in all

a respect for nature and the environment.” Fortunately, our
team is up to the challenge.

The above Statement of Activities is a key schedule of the San Diego Natural History Museum’s audited financial statements. The
complete audited financialstatements can be found on the Museum’s website.

2. The financial statements of the San Diego Natural History Museum have been prepared in accordance with Generally
Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP). The financial statements of the Museum are prepared utilizing the accrual basis of accounting.

3. The Museum is a California not-for-profit corporation and, thus, is exempt from income taxes under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal
Revenue Code and Section 23701(d) of the State Revenue and Taxation Code.

4. Included in the Statement of Activities results for the year that ended June 30, 2012, are depreciation expenses of $1.5 million.
Depreciation expense is a non-cash expense that does not impact the Museum’s daily operations.

5. Also included in the Statement of Activities results for the year that ended June 30, 2012, are net realized and unrealized gain/loss of
the Museum’s restricted assets. The results for this period include a net loss of $484,429. Like depreciation, these are non-cash and do
not impact day-to-day operations.

6. For the year that ended June 30, 2012, the Museum’s program expenses (including marketing) constituted 85% of total expenses.
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20th Anniversary Celebration

interactive-learning systems.

The spacious new van (unmistakable with
its décor of giant dinosaurs, snakes and
insects!) enables Museum instructors to
transport small and large natural specimens
when they deliver science workshops to
thousands of students each year. Imagine
a lesson focused on food webs brought

to life by a golden eagle, rosy boa, and
kangaroo rat in the classroom! Students
and teachers become more engaged in
the learning process with their up-close
interactions with the actual specimens.

In support of science workshops in the
Museum, the new Promethean interactive
white boards are connected to the
Internet through a computer, which
enables teachers to download and display
a limitless range of interactive and real-
time learning content in the classroom
that can then be manipulated by students.
In short, the Museum’s classrooms, which
serve more than 10,000 students each
year, are now equipped with “chalkboards”
of the 215 century.

Supervisor Pam Slater-Price has truly
helped transform and improve our
programs over the last 20 years. We had
the honor of recognizing Supervisor Pam
Slater-Price as the Jewel of the County at
our All That Glitters Gala in 2010. In our
hearts, and in thousands more across San
Diego County, she will remain so for years
to come.
