SAN DIEGO SUSTAINABILITY BUSINESS FORUM:
THE VALUE OF GREEN
TO BE HELD AT THE SAN DIEGO NATURAL HISTORY MUSEUM
Mayor Jerry Sanders will be a Presenter

San Diego: March 5 2008—A sustainability forum for business leaders will be held at the San
Diego Natural History Museum on March 26, 2008, from 7:30 AM to 5:30 PM. This forum is
designed for decision-makers in the business community to learn about specific examples of
companies that have managed a successful marriage of sustainable practices and profit margins. The
underlying premise of the forum is to demonstrate that business can be green without going into the
red. The price of the forum is $50 per person and includes lunch and a closing reception at the
Museum. Enrollment is limited.

The Keynote speaker is Ray Anderson, Founder and Chairman of Interface, Inc., a successful
entrepreneur who has been lauded by government, environmental, and business groups alike for his
visionary approach to sustainable development.

The morning session will include three panel sessions on the themes of water, energy and materials,
featuring representatives from companies that have addressed these issues and profited from them.
The morning session will also include a status update report on AB 32, also known as the Global
Warming Solutions Act, by attorney Raphael Muilenburg. The morning session will conclude with a
presentation by Mayor Jerry Sanders.

Following lunch at the San Diego Zoo, breakout sessions will provide opportunities for more detailed
and focused conversations on the issues of water, energy and materials.

The closing speaker is Joan Embry, noted wildlife expert and head of the Embry Institute for Wildlife
Conservation. The San Diego native has appeared on numerous television programs to promote her
mission of connecting people to wildlife and conservation issues and explaining the role each
individual plays in insuring healthy environments.

This event, which will be held in the Museum’s Charmaine and Maurice Kaplan Theater, is presented
by UC San Diego Environment and Sustainability Initiative, San Diego Foundation, San Diego Zoo,
California Center for Sustainable Energy, the City of San Diego, and the San Diego Natural History
